GRADING SYSTEM

Grades are expressed in figures on a scale from 0.0 to 10.0. The minimum passing grade in grades 6-9 was 5.0 until December 2021.
As of 2023, a minimum passing grade in grades 6-9 is a 6.0 in each curricular component. Because academic standards are set high,
5.0 or 6.0 as a passing grade means “achievement.”

There are three two-week evaluation sessions throughout the school year. The overall grade results from three-term grades, weighed
3, 3 and 4, respectively.
